               William Lusk, a Mason, allowed fellow Mason Nathan Bedford Forrest to use his home as a headquarters in July of 1862. A few days later,   
                  Forrest drove the Federal forces out of McMinnville, Tenn. While Forrest used the farmhouse, four Union soldiers were paroled. 

   The next day, one of the Federal parolees returned to the farmhouse with an advance squad of Northern cavalry in order to point 
out the location of Forrest's headquarters. When the main force arrived, the commanding officer asked Lusk at what time had 
Forrest left the area. Lusk replied that he didn't know. The officer raised his pistol and pointed at Lusk's head and asked him if 
indeed, Forrest had not left about noon that day. 
   Lusk made a Masonic sign and the pistol was lowered. The officer jumped off his horse and took Lusk by the hand. The two of 
them with arms around each other stood by the gate until the Federal army moved on.
