From the West An American Continental Army private caught a glimpse of something that seemed unusual
as the flaps of a large tent blew aside. His sergeant, clad in regimentals and three-corned hat was seated upon a
small platform and was addressing a mixed group of enlisted men and officers of the Continental Army. He
could not make out the words being spoken. He was thoroughly astonished as sitting in the crowd was none other
than the army's commander, General George Washington, himself.

The next day, Private Bea Russell of the Massachusetts Line of the Continental Army questioned his Sergeant
concerning the meeting. His Sergeant informed him that he caught a glimpse of a Masonic Lodge. "But the
General commands the Army," Russell pointed out. "Why didn't he preside in the Lodge?" "Because Masonry
teaches the equality of all men," he replied. "They met in the Lodge on the level. Even General Washington and
I meet upon the level as equals. Because the members had voted the Sergeant as Master of the Lodge, he was to
preside."

At the end of the Revolution, Private Russell returned home and not forgetting this incident, he applied for and
received the degrees in Masonry. In later years, he became the Grand Master in Massachusetts.
